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INTRODUCTION

| became passionate, desperately passionate, to share with family, friends,
researchers, genealogists and generations to come, the names of my maternal
grandmother’s family murdered by the Nazis in the Holocaust. This intense drive
was ignited after loving voices and gentle hands guided me back to the time
when my ancestors and family lived in the tiny German villages of Sien and
Odenbach. After reading and studying the work of Sien and Odenbach historians
and genealogists Ruth and Ulrich Eckhoff, the late Alfred Wendel, Eva
Kappesser, and the late Alfred Moritz, | could do very little else but pursue my
passion.

| have always been interested in family folklore and family history, but was
not able to become a serious genealogist until the spring of 2012, when | was 62
years old. Soon after | began my journey, | met Sue Hackl Bosman, a fourth
cousin on my maternal grandmother’s side of the family, who has been a
genealogist for over thirty years. In June, 2013, Sue and | met our fifth cousin,
once removed, Pat Brumback Gore, who, like Sue, has been a serious
genealogist for many, many years.

The day we met Pat, she introduced us to Sien historians and
genealogists Ruth and Ulrich Eckhoff’s book written in German, Die ehemalige
Jidische Gemeinde Sien — Spuren und Erinnerungen © 1998, and partially
translated into English by Alfred Moritz in 2005, as The former Jewish
Community of Sien — a township in the German State of Rhineland, Palatinate. It
was through Ruth’s and Ulrich’s dedication to preserve the memory of the former
Jews of Sien that | first learned | had family murdered in the Holocaust.

My dear friend and sister in my heart, Ruth Eckhoff, introduced me, Sue
and Pat to the not-for-profit organization, Férderverein ehemalige Synagoge
Odenbach e.V., translated into English as Friends of former Synagogue of
Odenbach. It was here that | learned about the book, Chronik Odenbach, Band
111, Jiidisches Leben, © 2008, translated into English as Chronicle Odenbach,
Volume lll, Jewish Life. The book was researched and written by the late
Odenbach historian and genealogist Alfred Wendel and his granddaughter, Eva
Kappesser, who began working on the book with her grandfather in 2003. After
Alfred Wendel’s death in 2007, Eva, a historian and genealogist in her own right,
selflessly and intensively worked on weekends with her grandfather’s friend, Dr.
Joachim Soffel, and completed the book. Through the work of Alfred Wendel
and Eva Kappesser, whom | consider to be one of my own children, | would learn
about my Odenbach family who were murdered in the Holocaust.

Remarkably, in 1994, my cousin, Sue Hackl Bosman, corresponded with
Alfred Wendel while searching for her/our Odenbach, Germany, family roots.
Alfred Wendel responded to Sue’s questions by sending her pages from the
1808 Odenbach Jewish Civil Register that pertained to our family. Not long after,



he completed his publication, titled, Juden in Odenbach, © 1995, a bound
compilation of the entire 1808 Odenbach Jewish Civil Register.

Years earlier, after the discovery of the former Jewish Synagogue in
Odenbach, Alfred Wendel published a paper for the Department of Geography
and Regional Research at the University of Mannheim, Germany, Pfélzische
Juden und Ihre Kultuseinrichtungen, © 1988, translated into English, Palatinate
Jews and Their worship facilities.

The discovery that | lost family in the Holocaust seemed surreal. | was in
shock. No one in my close or extended family knew we had lost family in the
Holocaust. All I had known prior to 2013 was that my mother’s mother’s family
emigrated to the United States from Germany in the mid 1800s. Until | met Sue,
| did not even know where in Germany they had lived.

| remained in shock for months until early 2014, when my children told me
they were taking me to Europe in July, and our first stop in Germany would be
Sien and nearby Odenbach. | quickly came out of my stupor and went into fast
gear, trying to learn and absorb as much information as | could about my Sien
and Odenbach family before my trip. Thanks to my cousin, Pat Brumback Gore,
| already had a hard copy of The former Jewish Community of Sien — a township
in the German State of Rhineland, Palatinate. | did not as yet have a copy of
Chronik Odenbach, Band lll, Jiidisches Leben.

My dear German sister, Ruth Eckhoff, who began researching the former
Jews of Sien in 1996 and who has never stopped, shared stories with me, Sue
and Pat, that she had been told first hand about our Sien family. She sent us
family trees, birth records and death records. She sent us photos of former
homes and land once owned by our family, as well as photos and drawings of the
former Jewish Synagogue of Sien. Years earlier, Ruth took a photo of the
Mikvah that is in the basement of the former home of one of our family members,
and sent us a copy of the photo. Today, the Mikvah remains untouched by the
current owner of the home.

Ruth and Ulrich Eckhoff were our hosts when my children and | visited the
villages where my maternal grandmother’s family once lived. They graciously
welcomed us into their home. Their Church parish loaned them its church
seniors’ van during our entire stay to transport us from place to place. With
loving hands and gentle hearts, Ruth and Ulrich guided us back in time to when
our family once lived in Sien. As we walked through their village, they showed us
where our family had lived and worshipped. They showed us where our family
members had been rounded up and taken by the Nazis. They brought us to the
Sien Jewish Cemetery that had been desecrated by the Nazis and later repaired
by compassionate hands. They took us to the nearby Kirn Jewish Cemetery that
had not been found and destroyed by the Nazis. Ruth prepared folders filled with
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documents, photos and sketches that represented every word and sight she and
Ulrich shared with us.

Ruth planned our visit to nearby Odenbach with Friends of the former
Synagogue of Odenbach board members, Chairwoman Ursula Woehl, Secretary
Rupertus “Rupert” Woehl, and Treasurer Friederike Kappesser, who is the
daughter of the late Alfred Wendel. Our visit began within the walls of the former
Odenbach Synagogue, where we were seated for a presentation. Rupert
introduced himself and all guests in attendance, which included a local
newspaper reporter. We were told about the history of Odenbach and its Jewish
population, the discovery of the synagogue and its restoration. The synagogue,
built in 1752, was where my Odenbach ancestors and family once worshipped.
The interior was destroyed during the Night of Broken Glass; however, the
structure survived. After WWII it was used as a storage building. Historian
Bernhard Kukatzi discovered rare mural paintings on the buildings’ interior walls
in 1985. The Protestant Church community of Odenbach and surrounding
villages founded a group to save and restore the paintings. Soon after, the
Férderverein ehemalige Synagoge Odenbach e.V. was founded.

We were then treated to a beautiful concert performed by Rupert, Ulrich
and Loni Kroenert. Rupert played the keyboard; Ulrich, his violin; and Loni
Kroenert, the clarinet.

Ursula and Friederike had prepared copies of my Odenbach family trees
for me to take home. They also sent me home with a copy of Alfred Wendel’s
and Eva Kappesser’s book, Chronik Odenbach, Band Ill, Jiidisches Leben, with
pages bookmarked to help me easily find my family, as well as those who
perished in the Holocaust, in the book, within its 490 pages.

When we left the Synagogue for a walking tour of Odenbach, Friederike
warmly invited us into her home to see where her late father and daughter
worked on their book. The walls in Alfred Wendel's room were lined from the
floor to the ceiling with boxes and binders filled with his research papers.

Rupert and Ursula took us through the tiny village of Odenbach. As in
Sien, we were guided by gentle hands and loving voices, as we were shown
homes where our family once lived, and where our family members were taken
by the Nazis.

We were taken to visit the Odenbach Jewish Cemetery and the old, large
Meisenheim Jewish Cemetery that was untouched by the Nazis. Rupert had
mowed the path up the steep hill to the Meisenheim cemetery the day before, so
that we could easily walk the path.

It was not until | returned home to Texas and began dissecting the Ulrich’s
book, and Alfred Wendel's and Eva Kappesser’'s book, that | realized virtually
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every Jew who ever lived in the tiny villages of Sien and Odenbach was a
member of my family, or had married into my family. And it was not until | began
entering names into my own personal family tree from trees compiled over years
of work and research by Ruth and Ulrich Eckhoff, Alfred Wendel, and Eva
Kappesser, that | realized | lost a significantly large number of family members in
the Holocaust.

Ruth and Ulrich Eckhoff, Alfred Wendel, and Eva Kappesser spent
countless years researching “my” family so that the Jews who lived in the tiny
villages of Sien and Odenbach, and those who perished in the Holocaust, would
never be forgotten. To them, | am eternally grateful.

This book is a compilation of the research done by Ruth and Ulrich
Eckhoff, Alfred Wendel and his granddaughter, Eva Kappesser, Pages of
Testimony and lists of my family found on Yad Vashem, my personal research,
and most recently, information | found in Alfred Moritz’s book, Survival 1933-
1945, © 2000. What began as modest memorial to my family murdered in the
Holocaust, became a large, detailed memorial that includes the names of victims
who are distantly connected to me through marriage, as they are also part of my
family.

| have dedicated a page or series of pages to the memory of each
member of my family who was murdered in the Holocaust. Memorials are listed
in alphabetical order by last name. Under each name, | have noted how each
person is related to me. | have provided an index in the back of the book to
assist family, friends, historians and researchers in finding memorial pages. In
the back of the book, | have also included a list of suggested reading.

| have devoted almost every day and night since my return from Europe to
this book. My heart aches. | have shed many tears. | have gone to bed and
woken up with headaches and tight, painful shoulders and neck. | have gone to
bed only to get up again and work until | can no longer keep my eyes open. |
have spent both day and night grieving for my family. When | was not familiar
with the camp, ghetto or location where my family member died, | researched the
location to better understand what my family member may have gone through
before his or her death. | carry the name of each victim in my heart.

When | first met my dear German sister Ruth Eckhoff, | was moved by
how she spoke of my family members buried in the Sien and nearby Jewish
cemeteries. She spoke of them as “sleeping”.

May my work
bring comfort to my family who perished in the Holocaust,
so that they may sleep in peace.

The Handkerchief

When the Jewish people in Sien where deported to death in April 1942
everything was destroyed. Nobody kept a picture. Only a handkerchief . . .

One old lady, Lena Rohr, she is dead now, once told me,

“My father was mayor in the little village of Sienerhoefe, next to Sien; now a part
of Sien. My mother was a school friend of Johanna Herz.

When Johanna Herz got the information she will be deported the next day, in the
dark she walked to Mayor Rohr’s house and asked him desperately to help; to
hide her sister and her. But the man said, 'this is not possible. | have a family. |
have to care for my family first.'

So next day, deportation. When Johanna sat on the car, with the horse in front,
together with other Jewish people, including her sister, Johanna's girlfriend stood
at the road and waved secretly. And Johanna called to her, and gave her a
handkerchief with a crochet surrounding; a memory.”

The old lady showed me the handkerchief.

They first look for Moses Herz’ house; old Moses having passed
away a year earlier, his two daughters, Johanna and Thekla, in their fifties, still
live in the house and continue to keep the store — their sister Hedwig having also
passed away.

Elmar Schneider, then a school-age boy, remembers:
| was sitting on the steps of Jakob Nicks shop across from the school,
waiting for the start of my confirmation classes, when | suddenly heard all
hell breaking loose at Moses’ place. | can still see those two Jewish
sisters run screaming out into the street, with their hands in front of their
faces and almost getting hit by pieces of furniture being thrown out of the
upstairs windows of their house”.

Drawn by the racket, others come running and are shocked by that incredible
scene.

Jakob Schneider stood himself in front of them and
threatened them with his raised ax: “Nobody’s gonna hit anybody here.
This fellow lost his hearing fighting for Germany in the last war.” So they
gave up running after him and just destroyed his house and threw more
furnishings out into the street, just as the other bunch had done at the
Heimann girls’ place.”

Translation . . .

Gustorf-Gindorfer faces - Sara Baruch Kaufmann

The Kaufmann family can be traced back to the early 18th century. The Gindorfer cigar
maker Lazarus Kaufmann was born in 1859, and was married to Sara Baruch. Together
they had three daughters and two sons: Emma, Clara, and Jeanette, Moritz and Gustav.
Another son, Benni, died as an infant.

As a devout Jew and active community member Gindorfer Lazarus Kaufmann wore with
pride the name "Eliezer bar Rebbe Kalonymos" - Eliezer son of Rebbe Kalonymos.

After Lazarus Kaufmann’s death in 1910 Sara Baruch Kaufmann was alone. She ran a
matzo bakery (Thin flat bread made of wheat flour and water. Jews eat on Passover.) on
the main road 77 (now Peace Street in Gindorf) in the immediate vicinity of the
synagogue and Jewish community providing the members with unleavened bread.

Sara Baruch Kaufmann was forced to leave Gindorf at the age of 83 after the
“Kristallnacht”, and was deported on 21 July 1942 by Dusseldorf to Theresienstadt in the
supposed "old-age ghetto" for Jews, where they miserably perished in 7 January 1944.

Her daughter Emma was murdered in the Riga ghetto after deportation in December 1941.
Before the arrival of German Jews over thirty thousand Latvian ghetto inhabitants were
shot in three days. In 2001 the German War Graves Commission dedicated a memorial to
the German Latvian ghetto victims.

Her son Moritz was deported with his wife and five children in July 1942 to Minsk. The
whole family was shot on the day of their arrival. Only now has Minsk built a monument
to Holocaust victims murdered there.

Jeanette Kaufmann survived in a Christian-Jewish "mixed marriage" Berlin labor camp.
Her daughter Ellen remained unmolested with her father. Her son Leo Kurt went in April
1942 to Izbica and was murdered there. In 2007, Aspen, Colorado, shorly before her
death, Ellen published her story of survival to counter the spread of anti-Semitic
conspiracy theories surrounding the attack of 911 on the World Trade Center.

Her daughter Klara hid with her husband in a "madhouse" in France. Their two sons had
to be separated from their parents and survived in the underground. They found each
other again after the war. Today they live in America and Singapore. . .

Gustav Kaufmann emigrated with his wife and son in the United States. Back in 2004 he,
with his heirs, made a complaint againt a Swiss bank to obtain compensation for money
abandoned since July 1938 on his account.

Night of the Broken Glass:

On November 9, 1938, in the course of the “Kristallnacht” — the Night of Broken
Glass — Jewish dwellings and businesses are destroyed, synagogues set afire
and Jewish people attacked in what the Nazis call a “spontaneous” event.

On the next day, namely on November 10, 1938, so it goes in Sien where there
occur attacks on innocent people and their property. Several Storm troopers
from nearby Offenbach-on-Glan receive the infamous command to “get to it
against the Jews in the surrounding towns”.

After destroying four dwellings in nearby Grumbach, they reach Sien mid-
afternoon. They first look for Moses Herz’ house; old Moses having passed
away a year earlier, his two daughters, Johanna and Thekla, in their fifties, still
live in the house and continue to keep the store — their sister Hedwig having also
passed away.

Elmar Schneider, then a school-age boy, remembers:
| was sitting on the steps of Jakob Nicks shop across from the school,
waiting for the start of my confirmation classes, when | suddenly heard all
hell breaking loose at Moses’ place. | can still see those two Jewish
sisters run screaming out into the street, with their hands in front of their
faces and almost getting hit by pieces of furniture being thrown out of the
upstairs windows of their house”.

Drawn by the racket, others come running and are shocked by that incredible
scene.
“| stood across from Moses’ store, remembers Annemarie Huck, “and saw
a fellow from Langweiler kick in the windows with his boots. They were
beautiful carved glass windows. | saw china and clothing flying out the
broken windows. | can still hear a voice in the crowd shouting: ‘throw that
red plaid down this way’ and then a man pushed me away.”

The late Anna Mehler remembers that those men cut the feather beds and shook
the feathers out the windows.

Elli Pieroth Muller remembers this telephone pole near the school wall and
“there stood one of our teachers, stiff as a rod and white as a sheet,
looking on at what was going on in the Herz sister’s house”.

Near old Moses Herz’s store, those Storm troopers continued their ravages along
the street. They split into two groups. One group made it into the house of the
Rothschild sisters, and the other group into the neighboring Schlachter house.

“They just kicked in the front door”, remembers Ella Scheel who lived
nearby at that time and thus saw the happening close up.

No doubt that deaf Albert Schlachter didn’t hear what was going on, so his
wife Rose got so much the more scared. Albert was cleaning rosebuds or
beechnuts as those men came running in the door. They hit that poor
fellow with their firsts and claimed later that he had threatened them with
a knife. That is some joke, as Anschels Albert was a small delicate fellow
who wouldn’t think of harming a fly. He fled and ran down the street.
They ran after him. Jakob Schneider stood himself in front of them and
threatened them with his raised ax: “Nobody’s gonna hit anybody here.
This fellow lost his hearing fighting for Germany in the last war.” So they
gave up running after him and just destroyed his house and threw more
furnishings out into the street, just as the other bunch had done at the
Heimann girls’ place.”

Deportation:

A few days before the deportation from Sien on 29.4.42, a forced auction of the
Rothschild sisters’ household takes place.

The then 30 year old Elli Friese still can’t forget that day:
“All the belongings of the two ‘Heimann’ girls were auctioned off, the
kitchen utensils, their lovely handiwork, everything, even the laundry
bucket with laundry soaking inside. Henriette and Rosalie looked on
sadly from and upstairs window’.

On that fateful day (deportation), Lorenz Gemmel, driving his dad’s horse cart
under the supervision of the local policeman, take Albert Schlachter, his wife
Rosa, as well as sisters, Johanna and Thekla Herz, and Henriette and Rosalie
Rothschild to the Fischbach rail station: “As we got to the Redenbacher pond,
Albert desperately yelled at me from the back:

“Lorenz”, he screamed, “Stop. I’'m gonna jump into that lake”.

After destroying four dwellings in nearby Grumbach, they reach Sien mid-
afternoon. They first look for Moses Herz’ house; old Moses having passed
away a year earlier, his two daughters, Johanna and Thekla, in their fifties, still
live in the house and continue to keep the store — their sister Hedwig having also
passed away.

Elmar Schneider, then a school-age boy, remembers:
| was sitting on the steps of Jakob Nicks shop across from the school,
waiting for the start of my confirmation classes, when | suddenly heard all
hell breaking loose at Moses’ place. | can still see those two Jewish
sisters run screaming out into the street, with their hands in front of their
faces and almost getting hit by pieces of furniture being thrown out of the
upstairs windows of their house”.

he does appear in a number of class pictures.

Thus comes the day when young Kurt Schlachter has to stay away from the Sien
Protestant School he attends regularly since Easter 1932. None of his former
schoolmates recall the exact date of his leaving. Even the school records make
no mention of his having left the school.

Young Kurt, then in his thirteenth year, leaves Sien on May 17, 1939 according to
the Weierbach police registry. He is recorded as having moved to Cologne-
Baunsfeld where, on Aachener Street, stands the Abraham-Frank House, a
Jewish orphanage and children’s home. It is probable that Kurt is allowed to live
here and to continue with his schooling.

Young Kurt Schlachter, Albert and Rosa Schlachter’s boy, after some schooling
in Cologne-Braunsfeld, becomes a forced laborer in the armaments industry.

He never gets to see his hometown of Sien again.

In the end, he is living in a Youth Hostel in Berlin at Rosenstrasse 2-4.

On December 14, 1942, with 810 others, Kurt is shipped by train to Auschwitz via
Riga, which is, as in “Terezin”, in German “Theresienstadt”, a transport point to
the death camps.

On the day preceding his deportation, seventeen year old Kurt Schlachter fills out
a form listing all his assets. We thus learn that he has no earthly possession
other than the 15RM in weekly pay as a forced laborer which the State owes him.
A few weeks after Kurt’'s deportation, the government Finance Office in Berlin

confiscates Kurt's last weekly wage with an entry dated January 27, 1943 to the
effect that “this is capital which reverts to the Reich”.

One could certainly interpret it as a sign from heaven when, at the beginning of
the small memorial for Kurt Schlachter, in front of his former home in Sien on 25
March 2006, shortly after 11 a.m., unexpectedly bells began ringing giving the
participants of the event a few moments in silent remembrance during the
introductory speech by the local mayor.

Placing headstones on gravesites is not only a Christian custom, but also a
Jewish custom. In addition, it is Jewish tradition to place a small stone, as a sign
of devotion to the deceased, on the headstone.

Cologne artist, Gunter Demnig, had the idea of placing the so-called “stumbling
block”, a paving stone, in remembrance of Holocaust victims in front of their
former homes which are fitted with a brass plate on which the main information of

their fate is is engraved. These stones are also called “Remembrance Stones” or
“Stones Against Oblivion”.

On the occasion of Kurt Schlachter’s 80" birthday, with the expressed consent of
today’s residents, and the entire Sien Council, a stumbling block has been placed
in front of Kurt’s former childhood home. This stumbling block is the first
stumbling block in the district of Birkenfeld.

“There can be no reparation for the wrong that was done to Kurt Schlachter, but
we can do everything humanly possible to make sure that this will not happen
again”, said Mayor Otto Schutzle in his opening speech. An essential
prerequisite for this is not to conceal the wrong committed, and not to forget.

In his speech, District Administrator, Axel Redmer, added to remain vigilant and
to show courage wherever nationalism, racism and other forms of intolerance
threaten to rise. At the end of the event, Pastor Alois called to pray for peace
and reconciliation between the different religions and denominations, and
between people and nations.

One cannot overlook the stumbling stone in memory of Kurt Schlachter in the
former Jewish quarter of Sien. If one wants to read Kurt's name and fate on the
brass plate, one has to bend, as if to bow before the innocent victims of Nazi
violence - - as if it were a symbolic gesture of respect.

Ein Stein wider das Vergessen — Gedenkfeier fur Kurt Schlachter

Man konnte es durchaus als ein Zeichen des Himmels deuten, als zu Beginn der kleinen
Gedenkfeier fiir Kurt Schlachter vor seinem ehemaligen Elternhaus in Sien am 25. Marz
2006, morgens kurz nach 11 Uhr, unerwartet Glockengeldut einsetzle und die zahlreichen
Teilnehmer der Veranstaltung dazu zwang, nach der einfiihrenden Rede des
Ortsbiirgermeisters fiir einige Augenblicke in schweigendem Gedenken zu verharren.
Kurt Schlachter wére ein paar Tage zuvor 80 Jahre alt geworden, hitte wahrscheinlich
auf ein erfiilltes Leben zuriickblicken konnen, wenn ihm sein Leben nicht bereits im
jugendlichen Alter von 16 Jahren durch ein Menschen verachtendes Regime gewaltsam
entrissen worden wiére.

Keine leichte Kost fiir alle, die der Einladung zur Gedenkfeier gefolgt waren. Tief
bewegt vernahmen sie diese uns Deutsche so beschimenden Sétze, Ausziige aus dem
hierzulande wohl bekanntesten Gedicht von Paul Celan, der “Todesfuge”. Geschrieben
hat sie der Dichter angesichts der millionenfachen Morde, die Deutsche in der Zeit der
Hitler-Diktatur an unschuldigen Menschen begingen, aber auch angesichts eigener
bitterer Erfahrung mit Nazi-Deutschland. “Das Grab in den Wolken” — eine zynische
Metapher der Morder fiir das Schicksal ihrer Opfer in Gaskammer und Krematorium.
Jede Erinnerung an sie sollte ausgeloscht werden. Kein Gedenkstein sollte den Opfern
gesetzt werden, der ein Anderken iiber ihren Tod hinaus hétte bewahren konnen. Auch
den 8 Biirgerinnen und Biirgern jiidischen Glaubens, die damals in Sien lebten und in die
Mordmaschinerie der nationalsozialistischen Unmenschen gerieten, blieb diese letzte
Liebesgabe verwehrt. Jetzt, nach iiber 60 Jahren des Schweigens und Verdréangens, war
es hochste Zeit, den Opfern endlich wieder ihre Namen zuriickzugeben: Henriette und
Rosalie Rothschild, Johanna und Thekla Herz, Jakob Schlachter, Albert und Rosa
Schlachter und ihr einziger Sohn Kurt.

Besonders tragisch das Schicksal von Kurt Schlachter. Er was blutjung und hatte das
Leben noch vor sich, als es ihm schon wieder genommen wurde. Kurt Schlachter freute
sich auf die Zukunft.

Ein einziger verzweifelter Schrei nach Leben. Schnsuchtszeilen. Aufgeschrieben von
der ebenfalls von den Nazis deportierten, erst 17 Jahre alten Selma Meerbaum-Eisinger
aus Ruminien kurz vor ihrem Tod — und nun von einem Siener Méadchen gleichen Alters
einfiihlsam vorgetragen. Sinngemaf hétte auch Kurt Schlachter diese Zeilen sagen oder
schreiben konnen. Auch er wollte leben. Doch das Schicksal hatte anderes mit thm vor,
wie mehrere Jugendliche darlegten:

“Geboren wurde er in Sien am 15. Mérz 1926 als einziger Sohn der Eheleute Albert und
Rosa Schlachter. Die Familie Schlachter zdhlte zu den wenigen jiidishen Familien, die zu
Beginn des 20. Jahrhunderts noch hier wohenten. Die meisten waren aus 6konomischen
Griinden weggezogen, einige davon nach Amerika ausgewandert. Traditionell lebten die
jiidischen Siener Familien vom Viehhandel. Auch der Vater von Kurt Schlachter war
Viehhindler, wurde aber 1936 von den Nazis mit einem Berufsverbot belegt. Sein Sohn
Kurt besuchte damals als einziger Schiiler jiidischen Glaubens die hiesige evangelische
Volksschule und spiter die Gemeinschaftsschule. Nach der so genannten

Reichskristallnacht im November 1938, in der auch die Wohnung der Familie Schlachter
von Nazi-Schergen heimgesucht worden war, musste Kurt aufgrund rassistischer Gesetze
des Nazi Regimes die Siener Gemeinschaftsschule gegen seinen Wunsch und Willen
verlassen. In Ko6ln, weitab von seinen Eltern und seinem Heimatort, besuchte er fortan
eine jiidische Schule. 1940, nach Beendigung seiner Schulzeit, kehrte er aber nicht nach
Sien zuriick, sondern wurde in Berlin in der Riistungsindustrie bei der Deutschen
Reichsbahn zur Zwangsarbeit verpflichtet. Am 14. 12. 1942 wurde er zusammen mit
weiteren 810 Personen aus Berlin in einem Giiterzug mit dem Ziel Auschwitz verschleppt.
Seine Eltern und die iibrigen Siener jiidischen Glaubens waren bereits im April desselben
Jahres von Sien aus deportiert worden.”

Gedenksteine fiir Verstorbene aufzustellen ist nicht nur christlicher, sondern auch
jidischer Brauch. AufBerdem gehdrt es zur jiidischen Tradition, einen kleinen Stein als
Zeichen der Verehrung auf den Grabstein des Bestatteten zu legen.

Sollte es fiir Kurt Schlachter und alle anderen Holocaust-Opfer gar keinen Stein geben?

Der Kolner Kiinstler Gunter Demnig hatte vor etwa 10 Jahren die Idee, ihnen an ihrem
fritheren Wohnort wenigstens einen so genannten “Stolperstein” zu setzen, einen
faustgroflen Pflasterstein mit einer Messingplatte, auf der die wichtigsten Schicksalsdaten
des Opfers eingraviert sind. “Erinnerungssteine” konnte man diese Stolpersteine auch
nennen oder “Steine wider das Vergessen”. Nicht korperlich soll man iiber sie stolpern,
sondern nur optisch. Mittlerweile sind bereits mehrere Tausend davon im gesamten
Bundesgebiet verlegt worden.

AnléBlich seines 80. Geburtstages, den Kurt Schlachter in diesen Tagen hitte feiern
konnen, ware sein Leben gliicklicher verlaufen, wurde auch ihm nun vor seinem
ehemaligen Elternhaus mit ausdriicklicher Zustimmung der heutigen Hausbewohner und
des gesamten Siener Gemeinderats ein solcher Stein gesetzt. Der Stolperstein fiir Kurt
Schlachter ist der erste, der im Landkreis Birkenfeld verlegt wurde.

“Wiedergutmachen konnen wir das Unrecht, das ihm angetan worden ist, nicht, aber wir
konnen alles Menschenmdogliche tun, dass sich so etwas nicht wiederholt”, betonte
Ortsbiirgermeister Otto Schiitzle in seiner Erdffnungsrede. Eine unverzichtbare
Voraussetzung dafiir sei, begangenes Unrecht nicht zu verschweigen und nicht zu
vergessen. Und Landrat Axel Redmer fiigte in seiner Ansprache mahnend hinzu,
wachsam zu bleiben und Mut zu zeigen, wo immer Nationalismus, Rassismus und andere
Formen der Intoleranz sich zu erheben drohen. Mit dem Psalm 126, den die Juden schon
vor 2500 Jahren in der Babylonischen Gefangenschaft, spéter gewiss auch in den KZ’s
und den Gaskammern gebetet haben und den heute auch die Christen beten, rief Pastor
Alois Kreuz am Ende der Veranstaltung zu Frieden und Vers6hnung zwischen den
verschiedenen Religionen und Konfessionen, zwischen Volkern und Staaten auf.

Night of Broken Glass:

On November 9, 1938, in the course of the “Kristallnacht” — the Night of Broken
Glass — Jewish dwellings and businesses are destroyed, synagogues set afire
and Jewish people attacked in what the Nazis call a “spontaneous” event.

On the next day, namely on November 10, 1938, so it goes in Sien where there
occur attacks on innocent people and their property. Several Storm troopers
from nearby Offenbach-on-Glan receive the infamous command to “get to it
against the Jews in the surrounding towns”.

After destroying four dwellings in nearby Grumbach, they reach Sien mid-
afternoon. They first look for Moses Herz' house; old Moses having passed
away a year earlier, his two daughters, Johanna and Thekla, in their fifties, still
live in the house and continue to keep the store — their sister Hedwig having also
passed away.

Elmar Schneider, then a school-age boy, remembers:
| was sitting on the steps of Jakob Nicks shop across from the school,
waiting for the start of my confirmation classes, when | suddenly heard all
hell breaking loose at Moses’ place. | can still see those two Jewish
sisters run screaming out into the street, with their hands in front of their
faces and almost getting hit by pieces of furniture being thrown out of the
upstairs windows of their house”.

Drawn by the racket, others come running and are shocked by that incredible
scene.
“| stood across from Moses’ store, remembers Annemarie Huck, “and saw
a fellow from Langweiler kick in the windows with his boots. They were
beautiful carved glass windows. | saw china and clothing flying out the
broken windows. | can still hear a voice in the crowd shouting: ‘throw that
red plaid down this way’ and then a man pushed me away.”

The late Anna Mehler remembers that those men cut the feather beds and shook
the feathers out the windows.

Elli Pieroth Muller remembers this telephone pole near the school wall and
“there stood one of our teachers, stiff as a rod and white as a sheet,
looking on at what was going on in the Herz sister’s house”.

Near old Moses Herz’s store, those Storm troopers continued their ravages along
the street. They split into two groups. One group made it into the house of the
Rothschild sisters, and the other group into the neighboring Schlachter house.

“They just kicked in the front door”, remembers Ella Scheel who lived
nearby at that time and thus saw the happening close up.

No doubt that deaf Albert Schlachter didn’t hear what was going on, so his
wife Rose got so much the more scared. Albert was cleaning rosebuds or
beechnuts as those men came running in the door. They hit that poor
fellow with their firsts and claimed later that he had threatened them with
a knife. That is some joke, as Anschels Albert was a small delicate fellow
who wouldn’t think of harming a fly. He fled and ran down the street.

They ran after him. Jakob Schneider stood himself in front of them and
threatened them with his raised ax: “Nobody’s gonna hit anybody here.
This fellow lost his hearing fighting for Germany in the last war.” So they
gave up running after him and just destroyed his house and threw more
furnishings out into the street, just as the other bunch had done at the
Heimann girls’ place.”

Deportation:

A few days before the deportation from Sien on 29.4.42, a forced auction of the
Rothschild sisters’ household takes place.

The then 30 year old Elli Friese still can’t forget that day:
“All the belongings of the two ‘Heimann’ girls were auctioned off, the
kitchen utensils, their lovely handiwork, everything, even the laundry
bucket with laundry soaking inside. Henriette and Rosalie looked on sadly
from and upstairs window”.

On that fateful day (deportation), Lorenz Gemmel, driving his dad’s horse cart
under the supervision of the local policeman, take Albert Schlachter, his wife
Rosa, as well as sisters, Johanna and Thekla Herz, and Henriette and Rosalie
Rothschild to the Fischbach rail station: “As we got to the Redenbacher pond,
Albert desperately yelled at me from the back:

“Lorenz”, he screamed, “Stop. I’'m gonna jump into that lake”.

Story shared February 17, 2015 by historian and genealogist Ruth Eckhoff:
“Frieda Stern was Jewish.

Her father was Isaak STERN I, a kosher butcher. Her mum
was Karoline Rothschild, and her grandparents were Abraham
and Philippine Rothschild.

She was born 1884.

She lived in the wvillage next to Sien, in Oberreidenbach.
The family house was near the Roman Catholic Church.

She was single.

Since she was about 14 years old she often had terrible
headaches. Often when the church bells rang the pain was
worse. Finally at the age of 50 she went to a mental
hospital. Sometimes she came home, but then often she felt
that she had to go to the hospital again.

When the Nazis decided that mentally ill persons should not
live - the t4 operation - Frieda was deported to a hospital
in 'Weilmiinster' (about 60km north to Frankfurt). To this
hospital many mental ill persons were deported. Because of
less food, less care and poisonous medicine, most of the
people died.

March 1940 Frieda Stern died. The information about her
death is lost. She was not buried in a grave for one person.

In the garden of the mental hospital (it still exists)
there now is a 'Memory-Cemetery'.

There on a plaque Frieda's name is written together with
more names.

I brought her a little stone.”
